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The government launched a 3-month public consultation in May 2016 to collect public views on the
MPSC. After this public engagement exercise, the government has drafted a blue-printed plan for
the project.
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Both the sports sector and | hope that the government can design the MPSC in a

flexible manner so as to accommodate a greater variety of sports. What is the latest
planning? Is it possible to fulfill our vision?

According to the government documents, the following venues will be built:

- A 50,000-seat main stadium for hosting large-scale sports, entertainment, and community events
- A 10,000-seat indoor sports centre which can be flexibly used for various indoor sports

- A 5,000-seat public sports ground for school athletic events, local football and rugby matches
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Both the sports sector and | hope that the construction of MPSC can be completed as
soon as possible. When will be its scheduled completion date? Is there any timetable?

The government is going to brief the Panel on Home Affairs on the latest development of the
MPSC in February this year and will then take forward to the Finance Committee for funding
approval in May. If it is approved, the government will award a tender in 2018 for its completion
in 2022.
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Many sports organizations face difficulties in finding offices for operation, which is
why | have been pressing for opening up more space in the MPSC for sports sector’s
development. So will it be possible for the National Sports Associations to be stationed
in and allowed to operate in the MPSC?

The proposed office building has 16,000m2 gross floor area which is more than a double than
that of the current Hong Kong Olympic House. Other than the National Sports Associations
which are currently operating in the Olympic House, the new office building should have the
capacity to accommodate even more sports organizations to station in and operate.
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What is the design of the main stadium’s turf?

Taking into account the multi-functional usage of the main stadium, a retractable natural-grass
turf will be installed. The turf can be retracted and moved to a suitable area when not needed,
such that the grasses can regrow under well-controlled conditions and hence to ensure the
quality of the turf.
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Hong Kong Water Sports Council and | have been striving for a
water-sports centre in MPSC. What is the response of the government?

The government claims that it will operate in coordination with the Water Sports Council for
the plan of building a water sports centre and will reserve space for it in MPSC. Also, the
government will work hard to improve the water quality in Kai Tak as a preparation for various
water sports.
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Sports organizations and | suggested the government to develop an outer runway for
track and racing competitions such as motor racing, cycling and marathon in the MPSC
and nearby area. What is the view of the government?

The government is interested in this idea. However, it involves complicated technical
problems, thus more time is needed for accessing the possibility. Concerning air and noise
pollution associated, the proposed runway will mainly be used for Formula E races.
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
